Pecky Cypress



What is Pecky Cypress?

• Stereum taxodi fungus enters through the crown of overmature trees.
• The fungus works it’s way through the heart of the tree causing brown pocket rot.
• The action of the fungus is stopped once the tree is felled or dies.



Why is it a good 
mounting medium?

• Rot resistant
• Pest Resistant

• Retains water in it’s pockets
• Dries quickly
• Lightweight

• Lots of texture for roots to grip
• It is attractive!
• Inexpensive
